 In this job Smith was not
only editor, but
proofreader, business
manager, and bookkeeper,
as well.

« Smith was editor for
almost 35 years.



« James and Ellen White met
him as a teenager, saw his
potential, and encouraged him
to go to medical school, even
lending him $1,000 for
expenses.

« Kellogg was 23 years old when
he graduated from medical
school.

« After medical school he
immediately began working at
the health institute at Battle
Creek, becoming medical
superintendent in 1876.
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- Kellogg coined the

term sanitarium; advocated
low-calorie diets; developed
peanut butter, granola, and
toasted flakes; warned that
smoking caused lung cancer;
and was an early advocate of
exercise.
